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follow a different procedure than that of the general works.20 ACOLIT selects the form
that can be shown to be quantitatively most authoritative, but does not accept this statis-
tical method in every case. The determination of the form – PMA declares21 – is a prag-
matic and formal task, although there are scientific aspects (determining biographical
data to discriminate of homonyms, determining and checking original names on the ba-
sis of archival research, etc.). The presentation of the form (of the uniformity of the
name) between linguistic, orthographic and historical variants, and the discrimination
of homonyms, is a task for the national bibliographic agencies, which ought to publish
authority lists and their own authority file, as IFLA has urged on several occasions.22

Once compiled, these lists themselves become the authority which should be referred
to for the form of the heading which will in turn characterise the heading, due to the
preference it has given to the prevalent form, i.e. the culturally established form.

ACOLIT formulates catalogue entries on the basis of RICA, but also takes into ac-
count the Norme per il catalogo degli stampati of the Biblioteca Apostolica Vaticana, the
Anglo-American cataloguing rules, second edition rev. (AACR2R),23 the Regeln für die al-
phabetische Katalogisierung (RAK), the Reglas de catalogación, ed. refundita y rev., and the
recommendations of IFLA.

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Fathers of the Church and Western
Ecclesiastical Writers (II–XIII centuries)

 

The fourth volume of 

 

ACOLIT

 

 is devoted to ancient and mediaeval authors who
share a common characteristic: concern for Christian themes. We all know the impor-
tance of the Church Fathers for the history of Christian theological thought. They are
the foundation on which all later theological tradition will rest be it Catholic, Ortho-
dox or Reformed. The writers of Christian antiquity can be divided into two catego-
ries: the Fathers of the Church and Ecclesiastical Writers. A Father of the Church has
four characteristics: doctrinal orthodoxy, holiness of life, ecclesiastical approval and
antiquity. An Ecclesiastical Writer would be any author who lacked one or more of
these four characteristics. All the other writings or ancient authors who do not fall into
one of these two categories (e.g. apocrypha or heretical writings) are simply part of
the broader mass known as «ancient Christian literature». This literature includes vir-
tually all Christian literary production without consideration of orthodoxy, holiness or
ecclesiastical approval.

For the sake of precision we have established chronological limits to the patristic
era. This was not easy and not all agree with these limits. Traditionally two dates are
considered as the 

 

terminus ad quem

 

 of the patristic era: in the Western Church the death
of Isidore of Seville (AD 636) and in the Eastern Church the death of John Damascene
(c. AD 750). Others would extend the western date to the death of the Venerable Bede
(AD 737) and the eastern date to the death of Photius (AD 890). We place the end of
the patristic era in the Eighth Century. We consider later authors mediaeval. In this vol-
ume authors are arranged alphabetically regardless of period or hierarchy.

Our point of departure for this authority list of the Fathers of the Church and Ecclesi-
astical Writers are the indices in Jacques-Paul Migne’s

These usages are some-
times approximations or not well thought out. Some have changed due to the writing
used in the directory: e.g. hooked letters are ignored or misread as commas to avoid
conflicting interpretations. We did not take into consideration the formal lemmas
found in the Deutsche Nationalbibliothek, or the Swedish and Czech lemmas in the

ACOLIT recalls the word Acolyte which denotes, in the Latin liturgy, the minister de-
voted to the service of the altar. The word comes from the Church Latin Acolytus which
derives from the Greek akolouthos – fellow traveler. The work group sincerely hopes
that ACOLIT will perform a valued service to library cataloguers and become their use-
ful «fellow traveler».
